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Coach’s Master Tips
Over the past two months of the High Performance Tennis Academy taking over the management 
/ coaching role of Miami Grass Tennis Centre, it has been noticeable that doubles is played more 
regularly in preference to singles.
The coaches from High Performance Tennis Academy offer a few important points which will help 
the baseline player and the net player combine together and play as one unit.

Consider This
In this club, have you ever wondered …..

Who puts up the nets? Who puts them away?
(I’d love to help, but just now I can’t stay).

Who fills the urn? Who makes the tea?
(It isn’t my job: don’t look at me).

Who collects empty bottles? Who washes up?
(What a nerve! She asked me to bring back my cup!)
Who fills the refrigerator with all those cool drinks?

(What, no bitter lemon? The service here stinks!)
Who is the mug who is always umpiring?
(I’d try it myself, but I find it too tiring).

Who locks every lock? Who shuts every gate?
(What does it matter? She’ll be right mate).

Who does all these things? I really can’t say –
What’s more I don’t care….. I just come here to play.

Baseline Player: There are two important ingredients that the baseline player 
wants to stick to in order to involve their partner (the net player) in the play.

1. Because it is hard to win the point from the baseline, the main aim is to be 
consistent in the rally crosscourt.

2. While hitting crosscourt, try to place the shot on the opposing player’s backhand, 
as it generally will be their weaker shot, allowing your partner to get involved.

Net Player:  To help his/her partner finish the point, the net player also has 
two rules:

1. When your partner hits to the opposing baseline player’s backhand take a 
couple of steps to the middle of the court and look for a volley. If you successfully 
cross and get a volley, hit the volley at the opposing net player as they don’t 
have a lot of time to react.

2. When the opposing baseline player has a forehand, stay and cover your sideline.

Hopefully these tips will come in handy and help you to play successful doubles.
