Hit Up Wall
Our wall is free for members and visitors to use. It can give you confidence in 
hitting an array of strokes by adjusting your distance from the wall - such as 
forehands, backhands, serves, volleys and smashing. Make a practice routine 
of 20 strokes of each, then increase to 40. 

Tennis Etiquette 
After a point is played, return the ball to the server along the ground under 
the net in a polite manner.
Only play 2 if a ball comes on to your court from another court during a rally, 
not after the rally has ended.
Foot faulting in a game without proper umpires is not called, but it is still a 
fault that disadvantages the opposition.
Complaining about the court, balls, wind, sun etc. is not going to make a 
pleasant atmosphere.
Social play has differences in standards with players. This is accepted well 
generally, but you must have your turn with a weaker player.
