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Coaching Tip by Josh Gorton H.P.T.A.

Since the majority of tennis played at Miami Grass is doubles, everybody at some stage during
a tennis match will have to play a volley. As part of the High performance Tennis Academy
team, we believe that it is important to follow 3 main instructions to correctly execute a successful
volley.

1. Racquet slightly open — As the swing is slightly high to low the
racquet will be facing slightly open where the strings are pointing up
to the sky. This is important because it creates more height to ensure
the ball doesn’t go into the net and applies backspin to the ball which
keeps the ball low making your opponent have to hit up — putting
them in a difficult position.

2. Firm wrist — This is important as it
stops your racquet from moving in your
hand, keeping correct racquet angle, and
creates power without having a swing.

3. Short Action — As you are at the net you are restricted for time, so a shorter action has to
be used to ensure good timing. Remember, the volley is a placement shot rather than a power

shot. The swing should be no longer that 30 centimetres so that you are hitting a winner with
an angle when possible.

Hopefully these few tips will help to assist you in producing better quality volleys.
