Social Tennis and New Balls
There has been some confusion over the cost of social tennis, and whether new 
balls are provided. 

  Several years ago the men’s social groups approached the 
committee requesting new balls for social tennis. The 

committee investigation revealed that the club would 
be ‘out of pocket’ to do so at the cost of $4 per player. 
However by increasing the fee to $5 per person, 
the request was feasible. The men agreed to pay 
the extra, and as a result now pay $5 per day and 
receive new balls on each court.

Other social groups are given new balls for every 
second court used. Consequently, they use a mixture 

 of new balls and quality used balls for the fee of $4     
       per person.

Topspin     Coaching Tip of the Month    by Nick Watkins

The two main things to think about when you hit topspin are :

1.   swing from very low to very high
2.   close your racquet before you make contact with the ball

When you make an unforced error you have only done one of these things incorrectly.

1.   If you hit the ball into the net, you closed your racquet but you did not get    
      your racquet lower than the ball.
2.   If you hit the ball long, you got your racquet lower than the ball but you did 
     not close your racquet.
The harder you want to hit the ball the more spin you need.
